§5 Consideration of the Board’s annual report for last fiscal year 
 

Hanne Appelqvist presented the society's activities in 2024 (see attached PDF). The 2024 
annual conference "Wittgenstein: Aspects and Interpretations" was organised in the Helsinki 
Collegium of Advanced Studies on 17–18 June 2024. The conference received financial 
support from Emil Aaltonen Foundation (5,000 euros).  

 
Nordic Wittgenstein Studies: In 2024, Martin Gustafsson replaced Niklas Forsberg as the 
series editor.  

 
Nordic Wittgenstein Review: In 2024, the editorial board of NWR consisted of Simo Säätelä 
(editor in chief), Sorin Bangu (article editor), Gisela Bengtsson (article editor), Lassi Jakola 
(article editor), Alois Pichler (editor of the section From the Archives) and Jasmin Trächtler 
(editor of Book reviews).  
 
Lassi Jakola and Alois Pichler reported on the activities of NWR in 2024. In 2024, volume 13 
was published. NWR has a steady flow of submissions and the rejection rate is relatively 
high. In 2025, a new section called "Book Symposium" will be introduced. The section 
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focuses on a significant recent publication, containing a presentation of the book, critical 
comments on it, and the book’s author's replies to criticism. 

 
NWS does not have a bank account or income. Therefore no annual financial report is 
needed.

Nordiska Wittgensteinsällskapets förvaltningsberättelse för verksamhetsåret 2024 

 

Sällskapets styrelse bestod 2024 av ordförande Hanne Appelqvist (Helsingfors universitet), 

sekreterare Lassi Jakola (Helsingfors universitet), kassör Viktor Johansson (Södertörns 

Högskola), Gisela Bengtsson (Uppsala universitet), Martin Gustafsson (Åbo Akademi), Elinor 

Hållén (Uppsala universitet), Camilla Kronqvist (Åbo Akademi), Bernt Österman (Helsingfors 

universitet), Alois Pichler (Universitetet i Bergen) och Anne-Marie Søndergaard Christensen 

(Syddansk Universitet). 

 

Styrelsen höll tre styrelsemöten under året (den 17 april, den 13 november och ett e-postmöte, 

som avslutades den 29 november). Årsmöte organiserades den 18 juni, omedelbart följt av 

styrelsens konstituerande möte. På det konstituerande mötet återvaldes Hanne Appelqvist till 

ordförande, Lassi Jakola till sekreterare och Viktor Johansson till kassör. 

 

17 och 18 juni 2024 organiserade sällskapet den 13 NWS konferensen Wittgenstein: Aspects 

and Interpretations. Kallelsen för abstrakt publicerades i oktober 2023 i online forum som 

Philos-L list och PhilEvents. Organisationskommittén – Hanne Appelqvist, Martin Gustafsson 

och Lassi Jakola – mottog 53 förslag för presentationer och valde ut 15 av dem för att 

presenteras vid konferensen. Konferensen finansierades av Emil Aaltonen stiftelse och hölls 

vid Forskarkollegiet vid Helsingfors universitet. David Stern (Iowa) och Annalisa Coliva (UC 

Irvine) inbjöds att hålla konferensens huvudförläsning. Organisationskommittén redigerar för 

tillfället en samling av essäer utgående från konferensens föredrag. Boken ska lämnas för 

publikation hos Oxford University Press i januari 2026.  

Sällskapet står som utgivare för den internationella peer-granskade Open Access-tidskriften 

Nordic Wittgenstein Review. Tidskriften ges ut på en OJS-plattform som drivs i samarbete med 

Bergen Open Access Publishing vid Universitetsbiblioteket vid Universitetet i Bergen och 

Wittgensteinarkivet vid Universitetet i Bergen. NWR indexeras av Scopus, Philosopher’s 

Index, ErihPlus, PhilPapers och Directory of Open Access Journals. Tidskriftens redaktion 

bestod 2024 av Simo Säätelä (chefredaktör), Sorin Bangu, Gisela Bengtsson och Lassi Jakola 

(redaktörer), Alois Pichler (redaktör för sektionen ”From the Archives”) och Jasmin Trächtler 

(bokrecensionsredaktör). Filippo Mosca fungerade som tidskriftens redaktionsassistent. 



Tidskriften verkar enligt en fortlöpande publiceringsmodell. Under året utkom tidskriftens 

volym 13.  

Nordic Wittgenstein Studies, en bokserie dedikerad till att publicera högkvalitativa studier av 

Ludwig Wittgensteins verk och filosofi, är knuten till sällskapet såväl som till 

Wittgensteinarkivet vid Universitetet i Bergen och von Wright och Wittgenstein arkivet vid 

Helsingfors Universitet. Nordic Wittgenstein Studies publiceras av Springer. Ända till 

sommaren 2024 har Niklas Forsberg varit redaktör för serien. Hösten 2024 rekommenderade 

sällskapets styrelse enhälligt Prof. Martin Gustafsson som Forsbergs efterträdare, och 

Gustafsson valdes till seriens nya redaktör. Bokserien hade vid utgången av 2024 publicerat 9 

volymer. 

Sällskapet har idag drygt ca 200 medlemmar från fler än 25 länder. 

Som revisor fungerade Hugo Strandberg (Åbo Akademi). Som sällskapets webmaster 

fungerade Camilla Kronqvist (Åbo Akademi).

Administrative Report of Nordic Wittgenstein Society for Operational Year 2024 

 

In 2024, the Board of the Nordic Wittgenstein Society consisted of Chair Hanne Appelqvist 

(University of Helsinki), Secretary Lassi Jakola (University of Helsinki), Treasurer Viktor 

Johansson (Södertörn University), Camilla Kronqvist (Åbo Akademi), Elinor Hållén (Uppsala 

University), Martin Gustafsson (Åbo Akademi), Gisela Bengtsson (Uppsala University), Bernt 

Österman (University of Helsinki), Alois Pichler (University of Bergen), and Anne-Marie 

Søndergaard Christensen (University of Southern Denmark).  

During the operational year, the Board had three meetings (April 17, November 13, and an 

email meeting, which was closed on November 29). The Annual Meeting, followed 

immediately by the Board’s Constitutive Meeting, was held on June 18. In the Constitutive 

Meeting, Hanne Appelqvist was selected as the continuing Chair, Lassi Jakola as the continuing 

secretary, and Viktor Johansson as the continuing treasurer.  

In June 17–18 2024, the society organized the 13th NWS Annual Conference Wittgenstein: 

Aspects and Interpretations. The Call for Abstracts was published in October in such online 

venues as Philos-L and PhilEvents. The organizing Committee – Hanne Appelqvist, Martin 

Gustafsson, and Lassi Jakola – received 53 proposals and selected 15 to be presented at the 

conference. The conference was partly funded by the Emil Aaltonen Foundation, and the 

Helsinki Collegium for Advanced Studies served as the conference venue. The keynote 

speakers of the conference were Professors David Stern (Iowa) and Annalisa Coliva (UC 

Irvine). The organizing committee is currently editing a collection of articles based on the 

conference. The collection will be submitted to Oxford University Press in January 2026. 

The Nordic Wittgenstein Society publishes the peer-reviewed open access journal Nordic 

Wittgenstein Review. The journal is published on an OJS platform, which is run in collaboration 

with Bergen Open Access Publishing at the University Library at the University of Bergen and 

Wittgensteinarkivet at the University of Bergen. NWR is indexed by Scopus, Philosopher’s 

Index, ErihPlus, PhilPapers, and Directory of Open Access Journals. In 2024, the journal’s 

Editorial Team consisted of Simo Säätelä (Editor-in-Chief), Sorin Bangu, Gisela Bengtsson, 



Lassi Jakola (Editors); Alois Pichler (“From the Archives” Section Editor); Jasmine Trächtler 

(Book Review Editor). Filippo Mosca served as the journal’s Editorial Assistant. The journal 

operates on a continuous publication basis. In 2024, Volume 13 was published. 

The Nordic Wittgenstein Studies, a book series dedicated to publishing high-quality studies of 

Ludwig Wittgenstein’s work and philosophy, is affiliated with the Nordic Wittgenstein Society 

as well as the Wittgenstein Archives at the University of Bergen and the von Wright and 

Wittgenstein Archives at the University of Helsinki. The book series is published by Springer. 

Until the end of Spring 2024, the Series Editor of the book series was Niklas Forsberg. The 

Board unanimously recommended Prof. Martin Gustafsson as his successor, and he was 

selected as the new Series Editor. By the end of 2024, a total of nine volumes have been 

published.  

The society has ca. 200 members from more than 25 countries. 

Hugo Strandberg (Åbo Akademi) acted as the society’s auditor. Camilla Kronqvist (Åbo 

Akademi) acted as the society’s webmaster.
