Course aim: To give students a basic knowledge of the Finnish language in order to help to cope with various everyday situations in Finnish. Student work: During the lectures, basic grammar will be taught and various tasks will be practiced both in pairs and as group work. Pronunciation exercises, listening comprehension exercises, communication exercises and small number of writing tasks are included. 

Examination: The course consists of lectures (15 h), discussion seminars and assignments (12 h,) and a written exam. The final marks are based on the written exam and completed case assignments.
